H.R. 3939

A bill to increase the safety of crew and passengers on
aircraft providing emergency medical services.

Monday, June 30 2008 the AAMS
(Association of Air Medical Ser-
vices) gave it’s approval on a
recent bill to increase safety of
crew and passengers on
aircraft providing emer-
gency medical services.
The bill would provide
the necessary changes
within the air-medical

H.R. 3939 would provide the
following valuable and practical
safety improvements:

The necessary regulatory
framework to operate all air
medical flight with medical
crew on board under Part
135 rules while maintaining
access to the safety enhance-
ments offered by instrument

flight rules.

Require that all air medical
operator perform flight risk
evaluation before flight, as
recommended by AAMS,
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the National EMS Pilot’s
Association, and the Air
Medical Safety Advisory
Council and according to
the systems recommended
by the Federal Aviation
Administration.

Requires the FAA to estab-
lish performance based
flight dispatch procedures to
ensure effective operational
control over air medical
flight without prohibiting
their ability to serve their

community’s by providing
safe and effective air medical
transport.

®  Requires a study of the effec-
— tiveness and operation
of new flight data and

cockpit voice re-
cording technology
that would provide

safety information for
training and  other
purposes in addition
to aiding post-crash
investigation. The
study would include
engineers, regulators,
and operators in the air medi-
cal community, and address
issues of portability and
financial concerns. The bill
also requires that these de-
vices be required according
to a timeline developed by
the FAA study.

AAMS will continue to work with
congress and the FAA to find the
most effective and practical ways
to increase safety in the air medi-
cal community. HR 3939 is a
tremendous step in that direction.

guidelines that must be
met by each and every
applicant before he/she
can be recommended for
checkride, these standards
are found in the Practical
Test Standards (PTS).

Standard
“Federal Aviation
(FAR’s)
specify the areas in which

Test
states

knowledge and skill
MUST be demonstrated
by the applicant before the
issuance of any pilot cer-
tificate. The FAR’s pro-
vide the flexibility to per-
mit the FAA to publish
practical test standards
containing specific
TASKS in which pilot
competency MUST be
demonstrated. Adherence
to the provisions of the
regulations and the practi-
cal test standards is man-
datory for the evaluation
of all pilot applicants.”
You may ask, “What does
this mean?” It means
before you will ever be
recommended for a practi-
cal test all areas of the
applicable PTS will be
met. You will be profi-
cient in all areas, both
knowledge and flight, for
the applicable certificate
sought. Students typically
ask, When will my check-
ride be?” or, ‘“how long
will it take me?” The an-
swer to these questions
lies in the PTS concept
outlined above. The
many variables for each of
you to think about when
pondering these questions
are many. [ will name a
few: Your commitment,
time spent with instructor
both flight and ground

(little time = little progress),
sticking to scheduled times,
study habits, skill level,
attitude, focus, making your
training high priority, meet-

ing the standards
(knowledge and flight),
listening to instruction

given, knowing your in-
structor has been on the
other side before, under-
standing that your instructor
will not recommend you if
you are not 100% ready and
prepared, etc...

Utah Helicopter is
committed to the excellence
outlined by the FAA. We
do not cut corners or let
applicants slip through any
loopholes; all must meet the
standard. Utah Helicopter is
100% committed to prepare
you for all certifi-
cates/ratings that you will
be applying for during your
schooling. We want our
graduates to set the standard
in the helicopter industry. I
hate the term “blind leading
the blind.” I never want
this phrase associated with
Utah Helicopter.

Please know that

we want each of you to
move forward in all areas of
your training in a reason-
able time. However, as
noted above, much of your
training is very much de-
pendent upon your commit-
ment and focus. Keep the
concentration and you will
have a great experience in
all aspects of your training
and in your future career as
a helicopter pilot.
The industry is looking
great!! Keep your drive and
sooner rather than later, you
will be making the § instead
of spending it.
