
For as long as mankind 
has looked skyward, hu-
mans have pondered the 
mysteries of flight. The 
first successful ascent, in 
a hot air balloon, oc-
curred a little more than 
two centuries ago. And a 
little over 100 years ago 
the Wright brothers inau-
gurated the age of mod-
ern aviation. Initially the 
thrill of flying was 
enough, but soon inquir-
ing minds began to con-
sider the more pragmatic 
possibilities of flight. Five 
hundred years ago Leo-
nardo da Vinci consid-
ered possible designs 
for flying machines, 
including a crude heli-
copter. In 1928, barely 
two decades after the 
Wright Brothers made 
history, Harold Pitcairn 

of Bryn Athyn, Pennsyl-
vania, realized Leonardo 
da Vinci's dream of tak-
ing off and landing in a 
small space when he 
piloted the first American 
rotary wing aircraft to fly 
in this country, the Ci-
erva C-8 autogiro. Just 
ten years later in 1938, 
Philadelphia hosted the 
first international Rotary 
Wing Conference at the 
Franklin Institute. By the 
1950s, and due in part to 
its role in the Korean 
War, the helicopter has 
become an integral part 
of American aviation. 
Today they are such a 
prolific part of everyday 

life that their importance 
goes almost unnoticed.  
No other mode of trans-
portation can rival the ver-
satility and ease-of-access 
offered by the helicopter 
especially in its use by the 
military and in its life-
saving rescue and medical 
evaluation applications.  
Helicopters are every-
where! Law enforcement. 
Fire-fighting. Medivac. Traf-
fic reporting. Sightseeing. 
National security. Wilder-
ness observation. Movie 
making. Construction. High 
power line inspections. 
Transporting VIPs, includ-
ing  US Presidents. The 
dream of rotary flight has 

been real-
ized, but the 
accelerating 
pace of tech-
nology al-

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History of the Helicopter.

     Although fixed-wing 

aircraft receive all the atten-

tion by most historians, heli-

copter flight was the first 

flight envisioned by man. In 

fact, the ancient Chinese 

were playing with a hand-

spun toy that rose upward 

when revolved rapidly and as 

early as the mid 1500's, the 

great Italian Leonardo Da 

Vinci had used his fertile 

mind to make drawings of a 

machine that we now know 

as the helicopter. His design, 

like many others to follow, 

would work theoretically but 

would have been impractical 

in full-sized form. Many 

extraordinary models were 

developed by an ever in-

creasing number of great 

thinkers, but all the pioneers 

were missing two essentials: 

a true understanding of the 

nature of lift and an adequate 

engine. The great break-

through came at the end of 

the nineteenth century. The 

internal combustion engine 

made it possible for the pio-

neers to develop full-sized 

models with an adequate 

power source. It was then 

they found the first of many 

great problems: torque, the 

effect produced by the rotor 

to force the fuselage to rotate 

in the opposite direction as 

the engine. The beginning of 

the 20th century saw the 

pioneers experimenting and 

resolving many of the prob-

lems that appeared with each 

advancement. The old say-

ing, "One step forward and 

two steps back," was the 

order of the day for the early 

pioneers. Dissymmetry of 

lift, the action that tended to 

cause the early helicopters to 

flip over, confounded the 

early pioneers until the in-

vention of the swashplate. 

The swashplate, with cyclic 

pitch control allowed the 

rotor blade angles to be al-

tered so that lift would be 

equal on each side of the 

central shaft.  

However, there were many 

problems that had not been 

worked out on any one indi-

vidual helicopter. Then on 

November 13, 1907, the 

French pioneer Paul Cornu 

lifted a twin-rotored helicop-

ter into the air entirely with-

out assistance from the 

ground for a few seconds. 

After that, several models 

were produced by many 

designs but there were no 

more great advances until 

another French pioneer, 

Etienne Oehmichen, became 

the first to fly a helicopter a 

kilometer in a closed circuit in 

1924. It was a historic flight 

taking 7 minutes and 40 sec-

onds. Advances began to come 

fast and furious. One of the 

more important advances in the 

development of vertical flight 

was made by the Spaniard Juan 

de la Cierva. His design, called 

the autogyro, was not a true 

helicopter but his contribution 

was very important. By 1936, 

many of the problems had 

solutions and with the intro-

duction of the German Focke-

Wulf Fw 61, the first practical 

helicopter was a reality. Verti-

cal flight was not a dream any-

more. This historical evolution 

of rotary wing aircraft is dedi-

cated to all those that were 

involved in the development of 

the most versatile vehicle 

known by man and exists due 

the enormous help of so many 

people from all around the 

world. Thanks to all!
